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GENERALLY 

For every student the opportunity to study abroad contributes to their personal and 

professional growth by developing their interpersonal relations, enlarging their knowledge of 

different cultures, learning styles and workplaces and last but not least improving their 

foreign language skills.  Moreover it allows them to become independent and stand on their 

own two feet. 

MLADÁ BOLESLAV  

Mladá Boleslav lies 50 km north-west from Prague, the capital of the Czech Republic. Is 

located on the perimeter of one of the most beautiful areas known as the Bohemian 

Paradise, which is a tourist area with many castles, chateaus, ruins and view-towers and 

other places of interest.  

The town has a history older than a thousand years. After the second half of 10th century 

prince Boleslav II founded on the junction of the Jizera and Klenice a Castle, under which a 

plantation was established with market rights and with a church of st. Vitus. To its own 

development undoubtedly contributed replacement of Mladá Boleslav to a large table land in 

the vicinity of the Castle, where the medieval town was established and gradually developed. 

Mladá Boleslav is a regional town whose recent history is strongly connected with the car 

industry. According to the last census, 44,000 inhabitants live here and one third of them are 

employees of Škoda Auto a.s. 

ŠKODA AUTO A.S. 

Few car companies can claim more than 100 years of continuous history. Our company is 

considered to be the third oldest in the world after Ford and Benz. In 1895 a bookseller V. 

Klement and a mechanic V. Laurin established a workroom for repairing bicycles. Four years 

later they constructed their fist motorbike and in 1905 the first car was released under the 

name Laurin and Klement.  In the period between the two world wars the company went 

through a tumultuous development, especially in 1925, when it became the part of the Škoda 

company. After the Second World War the state was unwilling to invest monetary funds into 

Czech Business. In 1989 the Velvet Revolution swept communism from power, which 

resulted in a change of government. The following year the opportunity for innovation was 

opened and new business contacts were established. Essential reconstruction required 

financing and experience. A few large car companies put forward their plans and solutions.  

The best solution came from The Volkswagen Group and after its acceptance the corporation 

had 100 percent ownership.

PRACTICAL INFORMATION FOR LIVING IN MLADÁ BOLESLAV 

ACCOMMODATION/DORMITORIES 

Škoda Auto University makes arrangement for the students in the UNO hostel in Mladá 

Boleslav. The rooms are fully equipped, the kitchen is available. The price for our students 

amounts to 100 euro per month. The wi-fi internet connection is also available for 150 CZK 

per month, the internet and free wi-fi is, however, available at the university campus. There is 

a bus stop and main railway station nearby, the campus is in the walking distance (1.5 km 

approximately). 

In addition if students are interested in hiring a private room or a flat, the school will pass on 

all available information and contacts. The price varies in accordance to size and facilities 

however it is usually higher than the cost of the hostel. 

Prices of accommodation: 

If you decide not to accept accommodation through the school, you can rent a flat. The 

prices in Mladá Boleslav are about 7500 CZK a month for a one room flat with a separate 

kitchen and bathroom, referred to as a one-plus-one. 

MEALS 

Students of the University may purchase one full-course meal per day during the working 

week at the Škoda Auto cafeteria located directly in the education centre Na Karmeli. The 

price is dependent on the chosen dishes and ranges from 15 to 60 CZK per main dish. Meals 

are prepared on Škoda Auto premises by Eurest.

SCHOOL LOCATION, PUBLIC TRANSPORT 

The education centre Na Karmeli is situated in the historical part of the town. There are good 

public transport services from the main bus and railway stations (see map 1). The school is 

also easily reachable by car (see map 2), and there is a car park near the university. 

TRANSPORT 

To travel around the town, you can use the public bus network. The price of one ticket for a 

student is 8 CZK.  Alternatively you can buy a chip card for 120 CZK.  The card is empty on 

purchase, but can be charged with credit.  The average cost per ride is 7 CZK and you can 

change between buses for 45 minutes with no additional charge. The card is available at the 

bus station and you can charge it there or at the information centre in Ţelezná Street. 

If you want to travel around the Czech Republic, you can turn use the bus or train. Travelling 

by bus is cheaper and more reliable as trains are often delayed.

Prices may vary slightly in accordance with peak travelling times. 

For times, routes and exact prices visit www.idos.cz (which is available in Czech, English 

and German).  This website is also useful for planning journeys to other destinations around 

the Czech Republic.  Alternatively a complete timetable of all trains can be purchased from 

most train stations for about 70 CZK. 

The best way to get around Prague is by metro.  At the metro entrance be sure to stamp your 

ticket in the machine otherwise it is invalid and you will be liable for a fine as ticket inspectors 

regularly patrol metro stations. The price of a short trip (max. five stops only on one line) is 

18 CZK, for a one hour trip it is 26 CZK and for an all day ticket it is 100 CZK.  You can 

change lines with the last two tickets, providing it is within the designated time period.  

Please also note that you may also have to purchase a ticket for large luggage.

Every operator offers a huge amount of rates and plans 

from which you can definitely choose the right one for you.  Then in specialized shops you 

can buy a simcard which can be used imediately. The price of a simcard is 200 CZK. The 

price for one minute is 7 CZK and the price for one text message is 1,50 CZK, depending on 

the plan. In Mlada Boleslav you can find a mobile seller on Václava Klementa Street by the 

bus station or in the Olympia and Bondy shopping centres. 

INTERNET 

You will find free access in the study room (mediatéka) or in the computer classroom in the 

university building. If you want to have internet connection in your room at the UNO, please 

ask the Erasmus co-ordinators office from the University for help (e.g.Iva Bělohradská). 

LIBRARIES 

Library Škoda Auto VŠ: 

The library is situated on the university campus. It is possible to borrow a large number of 

lecture notes (university mimeographs) and textbooks. All of them are free for our students. 

Technical Library Škoda Auto 

The library is located in the factory in the building V2 not far from gates 1 and 3. In the library 

it is possible to borrow a wide variety of literature mainly including specific technical, and 

language textbooks.   

Library of Mladá Boleslav 

This library is located on Václava Klementa Street below Česká Spořitelna. Students have to 

pay an annual fee of 120 CZK.  It is possible to borrow books for a 6 week period.  If you 

need them for longer, it is necessary to extend the loan period. If don’t, you will have to pay a 

fine.

Membership entitles you to discounts to film club movies and other events. 

Theatre in Mladá Boleslav 

The historical theatre is located in Palackého Street.  Performances are only available in 

Czech. Ticket prices range from 90 to 300 CZK.

Sparing is equipped with three tennis courts with an 

artificial surface, two squash courts, one badminton court and a bowling lane. Two tennis 

courts are also available in an inflatable hall with a clay surface.  Part of the attractive 

environment is a cosy snack bar.

TIPS TO TRIPS 

HISTORICAL MONUMENTS IN MLADÁ BOLESLAV 

Mladá Boleslav´s Castle (Mladoboleslavský hrad) 

The town Mladá Boleslav has a history older than a thousand years. After the second half of 

10th century prince Boleslav II founded on the junction of the Jizera with Klenice a Castle, 

under which a plantation was established with market rights and with a Church of St. Vitus. 

To its own development undoubtedly contributed replacement of Mladá Boleslav to a large 

table land in the vicinity of the castle, where the medieval town was established and 

gradually developed.  Lords of Michalovice became its owners, settled in nearby castle, on 

the opposite bank of Jizera, from which the characteristic ruin Putna with its leaning 

cylindrical tower remains. 

Church of St.Havel (Kostel Sv. Havla) 

Originally it was built in the cemetery in the late Gothic style in 1539.  The arcade was 

finished in about 1600.  In the second third of 18th century it was changed into the Baroque 

style. Closed down in the 1950s, nowadays it is being reconstructed for the Sbor 

Českobratrské církve evangelické (The Council of Czech Brotherhood Evangelical-Church) 

Inside there are Renaissance and Baroque tombstones from the original cemetery. 

Templ (Císařský dům- Caesar) 

Late Gothic town-palace, built in 1488-1493 by Mayor Jan Císař of Hliník. Nowadays it is 

used mostly for exhibitions. 

Town Hall (Radnice) 

A renaissance building from 1554-1559, apparently built by M.Borgorelli.  The face of the 

building is adorned with graffito decorations with scenes from the Old and New Testament 

with figures of apostles and saints. The final wings and reconstruction was finished in the 

second half of 19th century and in 1939-1941. 

The Council of Czech brotherhood of Evangelic Church (Sbor Jednoty bratrské) 

Just like every town Mladá Boleslav has had periods of prosperity and decline. The town 

came to the attention of the whole Czech kingdom from the end of 15th to the beginning of 

17th century when it became the centre for the Council of the Czech Brotherhood.  The 

impact of this Czech reformist movement is evident in education, book printing, architecture 

and the overall high level of social life of the town.  In Brotherly Rome, as Mladá Boleslav 

was called at the time, bishops and other important functionaries of the council.  Religious 

and specific books were printed at the printing house of Mikuláš Klaudián, the author of first 

printed map book of the Czech land in 1518. Brotherhood schools educated many 

intellectuals who went away from there to European universities. The town also experienced 

the costly reconstruction of the castle in a renaissance style.  The new town hall and 

monumental Brotherhood Council developed from 1554. 

 



Škoda Auto Muzeum 

The Museum is not far from the bus station. You have the unique possibility to see the 

development of cars of the famous Czech motor car company.  Set off back to 19th century in 

time, get in touch with your own history and finally imagine the possible future.  If somebody 

constructed a time machine, then travelling by it would remind them of a visit to Škoda Auto 

Muzeum.

The territory marked off by an almost triangular shape between Mladá Boleslav-Turnov-Jičín 

is rich in both natural wonders and historical monuments. It is a suitable place for hiking -the 

area with deep woods, picturesque meadows, brooks and ponds often hidden in deep valleys 

and gulleys.  The rock towers, castles, chateaus, pictorial villages are a paradise for both 

walking and motorized tourists. Recently it has become a paradise for cyclists. The tourists 

are attracted by castles Trosky, Kost, Valdštejn, Zvířetice, Valečov, Drábské světničky, 

Michalovická Putna or chateaus in Mnichovo Hradiště, Hrubá skála, Sychrov and Hrubý 

Rohozec. You can find a lot of places for having a rest and refreshment on your way.

KOST 

The castle of Kost belongs among the most well-preserved castles. It stands in a flat 

countryside at a height of 274 metres, above Plakánek valley between two ponds, White and 

Black, by which the surroundings of castle could be drowned and changed into an 

inapproachable swamp. It consists of two parts - the area in front of the castle and the castle.

VALEČOV  

The largest rocky castle in Bohemian Paradise 4 km east from Mnichovo Hradiště, laid in 

three separate sand-stone rock blocks. The first time it was mentioned was in 1324 but it 

acquired) the existing range during the Hussite wars.  At their conclusion in 1439 as one of 

the main bastions of Hussite Orphan army it was burned down.  It is possible to take a view 

of the well-maintained ruin with a guide, go on sightseeing tour among figurines of the former 

owners of the castle and the Hussite leader Jan Ţiţka or see the wrought iron castle door 

from about 1600s.  In the area below the castle there are about 50 rocky caves of which half 

used to be inhabited in the past, the last one until 1892.  The rest of them served as 

storerooms and workrooms.  For example there was a blacksmith’s and a bakery.  Below the 

castle there was an amphitheatre, where each holiday valečovské kulturní léto (Valečov 

Cultural summer) takes place.  Regular concerts are usually held in July and August every 

second Friday evening. Entry to the castle is free. More info o http://www.hrady.cz/?OID=315
